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The nickname “The Battling Bishops” dates
to 1925; before then Ohio Wesleyan University’s
teams were simply known as “The Red and Black,”
orsometimes as “The Methodists.” Ohio Wesleyan
is affiliated with the United Methodist Church,
and long has produced many of its bishops.

By April, 1925, according to that issue of the
Alumni Magazine, the present name had finally
been derived. “Ohio sports writers have been at
a loss,” the magazine reported. “There are count-
less colleges throughout the country claiming red
and black as their colors, and 14 Methodist col-
leges in Ohio alone.” Pi Delta Epsilon journalism
fraternity therefore sponsored a contest, and the
winning nickname, “The Battling Bishops,” was
“placed before the sports writers of the state as
the teams’ official title.” Senior Harold Thomas
of Lima submitted the winning entry.

The new nickname must have provided in-
spiration. The 1925 football team, under George
Gauthier, “The Little Giant,” went 7-1-1. Its only
loss came to Ohio State by a 10-3 score, and it tied
Syracuse, 3-3, en route to winning the Ohio Confer-
ence championship.

Ohio Wesleyan University is a charter member of the
North Coast Athletic Conference, which began competi-
tion in the 1984-85 academic year. Other charter mem-
bers are Allegheny College, Case Western Reserve Univer-
sity, Denison University, Kenyon College, Oberlin College
and the College of Wooster. Wittenberg University joined
the NCAC in 1988, Earlham College joined in 1988 and re-
mains an affiliate member in field hockey, Hiram College
and Wabash College joined in 1998, DePauw University
joined in 2010, and John Carroll University joined in 2024
and begins competition in the 2025-26 academic year.

The NCAC'’s 9 members believe academic and
athletic excellence can co-exist, with no undue overem-
phasis on athletics. They also believe the principle of
balance is important in athletic programs at the Division
I1I level, with no “major” or “minor” sports in compari-
son with any other, but all equally worthwhile. Equity
for both men’s and women's sports is a founding and
standard principle. The NCAC’s 23 championship sports
includes 11 for men and 12 for women, the latter figure
leading all Division III conferences in the country. When
atleast 5 Conference institutions sponsor a varsity sport,
the NCAC conducts championship play and honors the
champion.

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BISHOP BASEBALL TIMELINE

Ohio Wesleyan fields its first
intercollegiate baseball team.
Club and class teams played
games as far back as 1867, and
Ohio Wesleyan students had
played home exhibition games
against other schools as far
back as the mid-1870s, but
away games were prohibited
by a faculty rule barring road
trips for athletic purposes.

Cardinal and black are
selected as Ohio Wesleyan's
official colors. Formerly they
were pearl and gold.

The Athletics Park (soon to

be known as Edwards Field),
located where Branch Rickey
Arena and Gordon Field House
stand today, becomes the
home of the baseball team.
Games prior to this point
were played at a variety of
sites. One popular site was the
hollow between present-day
Phillips Hall and Delaware
Run on the eastern edge of
campus, another was north

of Monnett Hall, the site of
present-day Austin Manor.

Ohio Wesleyan joins Case
Tech, Kenyon, Oberlin, Ohio
State, and Western Reserve
University in forming the Ohio
Athletic Conference. Led by
catcher Branch Rickey ‘04,
Ohio Wesleyan posts a 13-2
record.

After signing a professional
baseball contract and thus
becoming ineligible to
continue his collegiate playing
career, Rickey becomes Ohio
Wesleyan'’s baseball coach.

During a baseball trip,
Rickey’s catcher, Charles
Thomas, a Black student from
Zanesville, Ohio, is denied
lodging at a hotel in South
Bend, Indiana. Rickey was able
to convince the hotel manager
to allow Thomas to stay in

his room as an unregistered
guest, but the event was
burned into his memory and
proved to be his inspiration in
signing Jackie Robinson with
the Brooklyn Dodgers more
than 40 years later.

Rickey’s baseball team wins
14 games, a school record that
would stand for 81 years, and
wins the OAC championship
with a 7-1 record.

Under the guidance of head
coach Bert Curtis, Ohio
Wesleyan wins the OAC
championship.

Ancther Hall of Famer, Lynn
St. John, becomes the head
coach. Under St. John, the Red
and Black win OAC titles in
1910 and 1912.

Lave Cross, who played for 21
seasons in the major leagues
during the dead-ball era, takes

over as head coach. Ohio
Wesleyan posts a 10-1 record
to win the OAC title.

Under head coach Don
Hamilton, Ohio Wesleyan
goes 8-0 in the OAC to

win its fourth conference
championship in 7 seasons.

Ohio Wesleyan goes 9-2
overall and wins the OAC
championship with an 8-1
mark under first-year head
coach Ben Van Alstyne.
Shortstop Howard Freigau
makes his major league debut
with the St. Louis Cardinals
that fall and goes on to play in
7 seasons in the majors.

Ohio Wesleyan moves its
home games to Lincoln Park
in order to accommodate
drainage work at Edwards
Field after the installation

of bleachers from Ohio Field
(Ohio State’s former football
home). Ohio Wesleyan would
return to Edwards Field for the
1924 season.

Thenickname “Battling
Bishops” is adopted. Ohio
Wesleyan athletic teams
were previously known as
“The Red and Black” or “The
Methodists.”

Ohio Wesleyan joins
Cincinnati, Denison,

Miami, Ohio University, and
Wittenberg in breaking away
from the OAC to form the
Buckeye Conference.

Ohio Wesleyan sweeps a late-
season road trip to DePauw
and Wabash to win the
Buckeye championship.

Head coach Raymond Detrick
guides the Bishops to a
Buckeye co-championship.

The Buckeye Conference
disbands on Dec. 10, effective
at the end of the 1938-39
academic year. At the time

of its demise, the Buckeye
Conference included Ohio
Wesleyan, Dayton, Marshall,
Miami University and Ohio
University, along with
probationary members
Western Michigan and Xavier.

Indépendent since the demise
of the Buckeye Conference
nearly a decade earlier, Ohio
Wesleyan is readmitted into
the OAC on Dec. 1.

Ohio Wesleyan wins the OAC
title with an 11-2 record,

the Bishops’ first conference
crown since 1936 and their
first OAC title since 1922.

Les Michael 40 takes over as
head coach.

Ohio Wesleyan posts a

12-0 record, wins the OAC
championship, and is the
only undefeated team in the
nation. Despite their unbeaten
record, the Bishops do not
receive a bid to the NCAA
regional tournament, with
bids instead going to Western
Michigan, Notre Dame,
Valparaiso, and Minnesota.



Tthishops win the OAC
championship and make
their first NCAA College
Division playoff appearance.
First baseman George Morris
becomes Ohio Wesleyan’s first
All-American in baseball.

Ol@Wes{'LeSy’an opens the

season with 4 consecutive
shutouts, with pitchers Ed
Curreri and Phil Overholt
hurling 2 apiece. The
Bishops go on to win the OAC
championship and advance
to the NCAA College Division
regional tournament.

Liélck Field becomes the

home of the Battling Bishop
baseball team. Outfielder
Dan Biello sets a school

record with a .526 batting
average, ranking second in the
nation. The team compiles a
10-1 record and then defeats
Baldwin-Wallace, 3-2, for the
OAC championship. Despite
the 11-1 record and conference
title, Ohio Wesleyan does not
receive a bid to the NCAA
College Division tournament,
with the committee instead
selecting Tuskegee Institute.

Ok@\?\/es eyan leaves the
OAC to join Allegheny, Case
Reserve, Denison, Kenyon,
Oberlin, and Wooster in
founding the North Coast
Athletic Conference, with
competition to begin in the
1984-85 academic year.

Roglngle@sbecomes the Ohio
Wesleyan head coach.

Ok&lo Wesléyan wins a school-
record 17 games, breaking
a mark that had stood since

1904.

The Bishops win their first
NCAC title. Ohio Wesleyan
makes its first NCAA playoff
appearance since 1965 and
hosts the Mideast Regional

at Ohio State University’s
Trautman Field. The Bishops’
29 victories sets a school
standard for the second
straight season.

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BRANCH RICKEY

Branch Rickey, a 1904
Ohio Wesleyan gradu-
ate, was named the most
influential figure of the
20th century in sports
by ESPN. The voting was
done by a panel of 48
journalists, historians,
observers and adminis-
trators as part of ESPN’s
SportsCentury documen-
tary series. The series
included programs on
the 50 greatest North
American athletes, as
well as shows on the
greatest coaches, games,
dynasties and influential people of the century.

Then president and general manager of the Brooklyn
Dodgers, Rickey decided that in order for baseball to be truly
“the national pastime,” a long tradition of whites-only would
have to be broken. With some help and cooperation from
baseball commissioner A.B. “Happy” Chandler and, eventually,
the other Brooklyn players, Rickey and Jackie Robinson made
history by integrating the long-segregated game.

Rickey’s experiences more than 40 years earlier at Ohio
Wesleyan foreshadowed his promotion of Robinson.

After playing at Ohio Wesleyan in 1901-02, Rickey signed
a professional contract. Thus ineligible to play further, Rickey
became the University’s baseball coach while still a stu-
dent. On his team beginning in the 1903 season was Charles
Thomas, a Black student from Zanesville, Ohio, and one of the
first Blacks in college baseball.

During that season, Thomas was denied lodging at a hotel
in South Bend, Ind. Rickey was able to convince the hotel
manager to allow Thomas to stay in his room as an unregis-
tered guest, but the event — and the sight of Thomas sitting on
the bed weeping — were burned into his memory and proved
to be his inspiration in Brooklyn.

Born in a farming community in southern Ohio, Rickey
had a strong interest in sports, academics, and business — but
his moral and religious beliefs always came first. He put his
baseball career in jeopardy by refusing to play for the Cincin-
nati Reds on Sundays. In later years, he stipulated in his con-
tracts as a manager, general manager, and president that he
would not manage or even be in the ballpark on Sundays — all
to honor a promise he made his mother before signing his first
professional playing contract years before.

While still playing professional baseball in the summers,
he returned to Ohio Wesleyan to coach and teach for several
years before returning full-time to major league front offices.
Rickey also was credited with developing the farm system of
minor league teams while with the St. Louis Cardinals in the
1920s and 1930s and pioneering the use of batting helmets
while with the Pittsburgh Pirates in the 1950s. After his stint
with the Pirates, his plans to begin a third major league helped
prompt the first expansion of Major League Baseball.

Rickey’s dedication to Ohio Wesleyan was a lifetime com-
mitment. He frequently returned to Delaware and served as
a lifetime trustee. At the time of his death in 1965, he was
national chairman of the University’s capital campaign.

As one measure of its gratitude, Ohio Wesleyan named
its new sports facility the Branch Rickey Physical Education
Center, dedicated to his memory in 1976.

Thomas, a Black
student from Zanesville,
Ohio, played fullback on
OWU's football team and
was a standout catcher
on the baseball team for
three years (1903-05). He
was the only Black man
on either team, and he
repeatedly faced racism.
OWU’s student newspa-
per, The Transcript, notes
instances when the integrated OWU team was turned away
from opponents’ fields and when opponents forfeited games at
OWU rather than play with a Black man on the field. Through-
out his OWU career, Thomas met racial hatred and slurs with
dignity.

One particular incident changed the life of Branch
Rickey, Class of 1904. A fellow member of the football team
who had been named student-coach of the baseball team in
1903, Rickey convinced “Tommy,” as he was known, to join the
baseball team. During a road trip to play Notre Dame that
year, Thomas was denied lodging at a hotel in South Bend, Ind.
Rickey convinced the hotel manager to allow Thomas to stay
in his room as an unregistered guest, but the event — and the

sight of Thomas sitting on the bed weeping — were burned
into his memory and served as his inspiration in signing Jackie
Robinson to a contract with the Brooklyn Dodgers more than
40 years later.

In 1958, Thomas recalled his friendship with Rickey:
“From the first day I entered OWU, Rickey took a special inter-
est in my welfare. I think I was the first Negro player on its
teams, and some fellows didn’t welcome me any too kindly,
but there was no open opposition.

“T always felt that Branch set them straight. During the
three years that I was at OW, no man could have treated me
better. When we went on our trips, Rickey was the first one
to see if I was welcome in the hotel where we were to stop.
On several occasions, he talked the manager into letting me
occupy a double room with him and his roommate, Barney
Russell”

On the field, Thomas compiled a .321 batting average over
his three-year career at OWU and was a defensive stalwart
behind the plate, at first base, or in centerfield. The Transcript
noted, “more than one game has been won by Thomas’ timely
mitting. He knows the game, and plays it in a cool-headed
manner” The writer said Thomas and top pitcher Cleon Webb
formed “the best all-around college battery in the state”

Charles Thomas studied dentistry at what is now The
Ohio State University, graduating in 1908. He practiced in St.
Louis before moving to Albuquerque, New Mexico, as one of
the first two Black dentists in the state. He practiced there for
40 years and kept in contact with his friend and fellow alum-
nus Branch Rickey until Rickey died in 1965. Dr. Thomas died
in 1971.
